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BE PREPARED
· Read the International Travel information on the Department of State’s website at http://www.travel.state.gov/travel/travel_1744.html and subscribe to their email list prior to your departure to receive updates to Consular Information Sheets & Travel Warnings/Alerts. Subscription can be processed at https://travelregistration.state.gov/ibrs/ui/pages/common/Subscribe.aspx. 

· Create a list of mobile phone numbers that you can use during the program and provide a copy to the Travel Registration Administrator.

· During your trip: 
Always keep your mobile phone charged and turned on.

Check your e-mail periodically (ideally every 4-5 hours) to stay informed.

FIRST STEPS IN CRISIS

· Safety: Secure yourself in a safe location to ensure your safety and well-being.
· Authorities: Contact or respond to directions of local authorities. 
· Embassy: Notify the local U.S. Embassy or Consulate about the crisis and follow whatever procedures they may require.
· DePaul: Notify DePaul of your location, your contact information and status.

· Documentation: Maintain all personal documentation if possible (photocopies of your passport etc.)
ASSEMBLY POINTS
· Go to a designated location in the case of an emergency.
